Aged with American oak wood chips and is brewed with the finest barley, most aggressive hops and the purest water..  (ABV 7.2%).

Sapporo (22 oz)   $6 
Refreshing Japanese lager that shows a moderate to light  
body and a crisp and clean finish. (ABV 4.9%) 
 

Grimbergen Blonde Ale  $5 
This Belgium style Ale has a golden colored top and has a 
balanced fruity-malty light taste.  (ABV 6.7%). 
 

Peroni    $4 

Peroni Nastro Azzurro is the No. 1 premium Italian Beer.  It 
has an intensely crisp and refreshing taste with an 
unmistakable touch of Italian style.  (ABV Unknown). 
 

Stone Levitation Ale  $4 
This 2007 Gold Medal winner at the Great American Beer 
Festival is filled with rich malt flavors, big hoppy 
characteristics and citrus overtones. (ABV 4.4%) 

 

Pyramid Hefeweizen  $4 
Wheat beer that is left unfiltered for extra flavor and  
aroma. (ABV 5.2%) 

 

Blue Moon Belgian White $4 
Unfiltered wheat ale spiced in the Belgian tradition for an  
uncommonly smooth taste. (ABV 5.4%) 
 

Buckler Non-Alcoholic  $4 
A low alcohol brew from the makers of Heineken (ABV 0.5%) 

Corona Extra   $4 
Corona Extra is the number-one selling beer in Mexico and  
the leading export brand from Mexico. This pilsner type beer  
was first brewed in 1925 by Cervecería Modelo, located in  
Mexico City. (ABV 4.6%) 

 

Stella Artois   $4 
A bottom-fermented pilsner lager, citrus hop tones and  
medium bittering and clear gold color make this an easy 
drinking beer.  (ABV 5.2%) 
 

Molson Canadian   $4 
The Traditional Canadian lager that is smooth, crisp and  
clean (ABV 5.0%) 
 

Miller Lite    $4 
A refreshing “lite” pilsner style beer. (ABV 4.2%) 
 

Miller Genuine Draft  $4 
A cold filtered beer which helps to prevent some of the 
beer’s rich flavors from being heated away. Rich and 
Smooth (ABV 4.7%)

A light beer with 105 calories per 12-ounce serving  
(ABV 4.2%)

Stone Ruination (22 oz)  $7 
A massive hops monster.  Delicious and refreshing.  
Intensely bitter flavor on a malt base. Not for the Meek. 
(ABV 7.7%) 
 

Arrogant Bastard Ale (22 oz) $7 
A medium body brew, earthy, deep amber color, caramel and  
coffee flavors with a nice rush of hops (ABV 7.2%) 
 

Stone India Pale Ale (22 oz) $7 
Highly hopped and high in alcohol.  True to the style Of 
IPA’s, huge hops, full flavor and bitterness throughout 
(ABV 6.9%) 

 

Stone Pale Ale (22 oz)  $7 
The flagship beer of Stone Brewery.  Deep amber color, 
robust and full flavored. (ABV 5.4%) 

 

Stone Smoked Porter (22 oz) $7 
Dark, rich and complicated.  Substantially darker Than a  
pale ale but not as black as a stout. (ABV 5.9%) 

 

Chimay Blue Label   $6 
This is a beer whose fragrance of fresh yeast with a light,  
flowery rosy touch is especially pleasant (ABV 9.0%) 
 

Chimay Red Label   $6 
Topped with a creamy head, it gives off a light, fruity apricot  
aroma produced by the fermentation. Balanced mouth feel  
confirming the fruity nuances.  (ABV 7.0%) 
 

Anchor Steam (22 oz)  $6 
A traditional brewing process is used to create the deep  
amber color, thick creamy head, and rich flavor of this  
San Francisco Brew (ABV 4.9%) 

 

 

 
 

Fat Tire (22 oz)   $6 
Toasty malt flavors (sort of like biscuits just pulled from  
the oven) which coast in equilibrium with crisp hoppiness. 
(ABV 5.6%) 
 

Boddingtons (16 oz)  $5 
A true English “bitter” that has been brewed for over  
200 years, not overly heavy, creamy with a nice finish  
(ABV 4.8%) 
 

Grimbergen Double Ale  $5        

this rich, dark burgundy ale has a chocolaty toffee taste  
and a brandy like finish.  (ABV 6.5%). 
 

Heineken    $4 
A classic pilsner beer, slightly hoppy with a clean finish  
(ABV 5.0%) 
 

Smithwick’s    $4 
Pronounced 'smit-icks' is an Irish red ale style beer from  
Kilkenny in Ireland.  Malty and smooth with a brown sugar  
aroma (ABV 5.0%) 
 

Newcastle    $4 
A brown ale that is not as heavy as you would expect.   
Nutty malts with a touch of subdued sweetness,  
very smooth. (ABV 4.7%) 
 

Guinness    $4 
With an initial malt and caramel flavor but finishes with  
a dry roasted bitterness. (ABV 4.2%) 
 

Sam Adams    $4 
A full rich flavored lager with a touch of malt sweetness  
and caramel, balanced and complex beer (ABV 4.8%
